Some o the more important regional efforts in recent
years have succeeded, in large part, due to strong ties
and coordinated efforts forged by leaders across state
lines. The CALS program serves as a step toward
fostering connections among new and mid-career
of icials from the Southern region and prepares them
for advanced governmental leadership.

HOW TO APPLY

» An application form

» A cover letter expressing why the applicant should
be considered as a candidate for the CALS program

» Two letters 0 recommendation from state govern-
ment colleagues

» A biographical summary

Applications for the October 14-18, 2017, program
must be submitted by July 31, 2017.
